at least 14 days (30 days for shoreline projects).

e  If you submit a written comment, we will send you a copy of the
notice of decision or recommendation.

To appeal a permit decision:

®  You must have filed a written comment expressing your concerns
before the decision was made.

®  Any appeal of a DSD decision to the Hearing Examiner must be
received by the City Clerk’s Office no later than 5 p.m. on the appeal
deadline indicated on the notice. The appeal must include a written
statement in the form described in LUC 20.35.250.A.2 together with an
appeal notification form.

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GENERAL INFORMATION REGARDING USE
OF OPTIONAL DNS PROCESS

When the SEPA field indicates a Determination
of Nonsignificance (DNS) is expected, the
optional DNS process is being used and a DNS is
likely.
