ORDINANCE NO. 5438 
 

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the City Manager to execute 
agreement with the Tateuchi Foundation to accept grant 
funding to develop the Tateuchi Viewing Pavilion, a 
pedestrian bridge and a viewing deck at the Bellevue 
Botanical Gardens; appropriating additional revenues for 
said services to the General Fund and increasing the 
General Fund appropriation for the 2003-2004 Budget; and 
amending the Operating Budget adopted pursuant to 
Ordinance No. 5426. 

 
 WHEREAS, Atsuhiko and Ina Goodwin Tateuchi are generous benefactors and 
wish to bestow upon the City of Bellevue a grant from their foundation for use in the 
Bellevue Botanical Garden; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Tateuchi Foundation has made grant funds available to develop 
the Tateuchi Viewing Pavilion, a pedestrian bridge and a viewing deck at the Bellevue 
Botanical Gardens; and 
 
 WHEREAS, this grant is exemplary of the Tateuchi Foundation’s mission to build 
bridges between Japan and the United States; and 
 
 WHEREAS no additional City funding is necessary to obtain or use this grant 
funding; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City's Operating Budget did not include funding for these 
purposes; now, therefore, 
 
THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, WASHINGTON, DOES ORDAIN 
AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1.  The City Manager or his designee is authorized to execute an 
agreement with the Tateuchi Foundation to accept grant funding to develop the Tateuchi 
Viewing Pavilion, a pedestrian bridge and a viewing deck at the Bellevue Botanical 
Gardens.  A copy of this agreement has been given Clerk's Receiving No. 33698. 
 
 Section 2.  The City Manager or his designated representatives are hereby 
authorized to receive monies and to expend the same as authorized in said 
Agreements. 
 
 Section 3.  The approximate amount and source of revenue is: 
 

Tateuchi Foundation $150,000.00 
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 Section 4.  The General Fund appropriation for the 2003-2004 Operating Budget, 
adopted pursuant to Ordinance No. 5426, is summarized as follows: 
 

Description  Additional Revenues Appropriated 
   
General Fund  $150,000.00 

 
 Section 5.  Section 2 of Ordinance No 5426, the 2003-2004 Budget Ordinance, is 
hereby amended by appropriating additional revenue to be received during the current 
fiscal year to the General Fund in the amount specified in Section 5 of this ordinance.  
The source of said funds, which were not anticipated in the 2003-2004 General Fund 
budget, along with the purposes for which they are being appropriated are specified in 
the agreement referenced in section one of this ordinance.  
 
 Section 6.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force five (5) days after 
passage and legal publication.
