
How people will get around by bike in 
the neighborhood and to the station?
Background

Bicycle facilities in this area are essentially non-existent, except for the regional SR 
520 Trail.  The new neighborhood and the light rail station will increase the 
demand for good bicycle connections.

Bel-Red Subarea Plan
Bicycle facilities would serve all types of users, from novice to expert, and all 
types of trips, including recreation and commuting.   

Preliminary Preferred Alternative
Cycle track on 130th Avenue NE and 132nd Avenue NE between Bel-Red Road and Northup 
Way, with connections north to the SR 520 Trail and south to NE 8th Street.  A sharrow 
facility is preferred on streets with lower traffic volume.

Comments  
A cycle track is considered the preference of the casual rider who may not otherwise ride a 

bicycle for recreation or commuting.                                             
What type of bicycle facility would you like to see on 130th and 132nd Avenue NE to 
connect to the station on NE 16th Street?

Bicycle Facility Alternatives

Bicycle 
Lane

The portion of a roadway identified by  signs and pavement 
markings as reserved for bicycle use.

Cycle 
Track

Bicycle lane that is physically separated from the roadway – paint 
stripes of a physical barrier may be used.

Sharrow
Special lane markings to designate a roadway lane shared between 
cars and bicycles.
