General Information

· NOTICE:  Notice is hereby given that proposals will be received by the City of Bellevue, Washington, for RFP 07-144:  Bel-Red “Living Streams” by filing with the city at the above location.

· PURPOSE:  The purpose of this Request for Proposal is to select a qualified consultant to develop a conceptual stream corridor implementation plan for the West Tributary and Goff Creek between Bel-Red Road and  Hwy 520 that meets the desired vision of the Bel-Red Corridor. (Background information available at http://www.bellevuewa.gov/bel-red_intro.htm )
· BRIEF SCOPE OF SERVICES:   

· Summarize stream buffer size and functional values from Best Available Science  

· Identify opportunities and challenges for environmental functions with 100 ft. multi-use buffers and 50 ft multi-use buffers

· Compare 100’ and 50’ buffers with existing conditions articulated in “DEIS Watershed Processes” and “DEIS Appendix C: Memorandum:  Bel-Red Corridor Environmental Opportunities and Constraints.”  (http://www.bellevuewa.gov/pdf/Transportation/Ch04_WatershedProcesses.pdf )
· Optimize balance of environmental and social values for stream corridors on the West Tributary and Goff Creek 100 ft and 50 ft buffers.

· Wildlife corridors

· Salmon, trout habitat

· Flood protection

· Pedestrian and bike trails (8’ min width)

· Adjacent business/residential amenities (episodic access to see water)

· Identify, at a planning level, buffer impacts to adjacent properties

· Square footage and percent impact on parcel

· Existing infrastructure/buildings

· Utilities in area – power, gas, water, sewer

· Estimate cost of easements/purchase based on COB general guidelines

Deliverables

Consultant report and graphics including:  

· Draft and final summary reports of Best Available Science (BAS) buffer vegetation requirements and resulting functional gains/losses for 50 ft and 100 ft multi use corridors 

· Draft and final description and schematic concept of "Living Stream" concept (needs) to meet current "Vision" for West Tributary and Goff Creeks, within Bel-Red Corridor, which defines required buffer vegetation, widths, allowable amount of human access (trails, viewing) based on current Bellevue critical areas codes and BAS.
· Property impacts of "Living Streams" concept - square footage and percent of property impacted, properties that require City funding or incentives to achieve concept vs properties with critical areas regulations that would achieve concept, estimated costs for easements/ incentives (based on guidelines from COB)

· Visual representations, plan & x-section views, for three reaches per stream.

Further, project meetings in regard to work and report may be necessary with City Utilities staff to review project objectives, budget, and schedule.  Meetings may also be held with the Consultant and other city staff.

The Consultant is responsible for ensuring the professional integrity and scientific accuracy of the Consultant’s work, and for explaining and justifying their methodology, for analysis and recommendations found and presented in their conceptual design and report.

· QUALIFICATIONS:  

This project will require the firm to have the following qualifications:

· Expertise, experience and written reports on Best Available Science for stream 
functions and values.

· Excellent analytical and writing skills

· Excellent visual representations of conceptual projects

· History of delivering products on time and budget

· Understanding and experience of balancing environmental and urban objectives
· Ability to evaluate property impacts at a planning level, given costing guidelines
from the City of Bellevue

· Appropriate staff available to meet schedule
· SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS:

Consultants shall not restate the proposal or scope of services.  Modifications, if required, 
shall be accomplished by a separate stand-alone supplement.

The following information shall be submitted:

· A cover letter/statement of interest indicating the firm’s interest in the project and highlighting its qualifications to perform the project.

· A description and examples of the firm’s knowledge and expertise in Best Available Science for streams functions and values

· A description and examples showing how the company approaches balancing environmental and human use objectives in urban stream corridor designs.

· A description of how the company would address property impacts of the conceptual design.

· A description of the firm’s capabilities for meeting the established deadlines.

· A statement of the consultant’s qualifications and experience on similar projects.

· Identification of project staff and their roles with references and telephone numbers.

· A complete, itemized budget for the scope of work

· Interested firms should submit four (4) copies of their Statements of Qualifications. 

· Proposals are limited to a total of seven (7) double-sided typewritten pages, including cover and attachments.  Font character and type shall be New Times Roman and not be less than 11-point.

· SIGNATURES:  Proposals shall be signed by one of the legally authorized officers of said corporation.  If awarded the contract, the Contract shall also be so executed.

· EVALUATION CRITERIA & PROCESS:   Proposals will be evaluated by the Selection Committee.  The Selection Committee will consider the completeness of a vendor’s proposal and how well the proposal meets the needs of the City.  In evaluating the proposals, the City will be using a criteria evaluation process.   In this evaluation process and recommending the award of this project contract for the above noted Professional Service, the City will consider the following factors:

· Experience and quality of materials of firm related to Best Available Science (BAS), urban stream corridor design, visual aides for depicting concepts and written reports.

· Depth and years of specialized experience and qualifications of key project manager and team members in Best Available Science for stream corridors.
· Record of the firm in accomplishing work on comparable projects within the required time and budget.

· Availability of Consultant personnel to perform the work.

· Quality of application written materials and graphics.

· Quality of work previously performed by the firm.

· Budget provides high service at competitive price

The evaluation factors reflect a wide range of considerations.  While cost is important, other factors are also significant.  Consequently, the City may select other than the lowest cost proposal.  The objective is to choose the vendor capable of providing quality services that will help the City achieve the goals and objectives of the requested services within a reasonable budget.   Evaluations will be based on the criteria listed.   All proposals will be evaluated using the same criteria and possible points.

· REJECTION OF PROPOSALS: The City of Bellevue reserves the right to reject any and all proposals and to waive irregularities and informalities in the submittal and evaluation process.  This Request for Proposals does not obligate the city to pay any costs incurred by respondents in the preparation and submission of a proposal. Furthermore, the Request for Proposals does not obligate the city to accept or contract for any expressed or implied services.

· CONTRACT AWARD:  The City reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the proposal submitted.  Therefore, the proposal should be initially submitted on the most favorable terms the consultant can offer.  The City shall not be bound or in any way obligated until both parties have executed a vendor contract.  The consultant selected as the apparently successful consultant will be expected to enter into a contract with the City.  Once the City and Consultant have reached an agreement on scope of services, a final contract will be prepared by the City.  Please review contract prior to submitting a proposal. Once the City and Consultant have reached an agreement on scope of services, a final contract will be prepared by the City. If the selected consultant fails to sign the Contract within five (5) business days of delivery of the final Contract, the City may elect to cancel the award and award the Contract to the next-highest ranked vendor.

· EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYMENT:  The successful consultant must comply with the City of Bellevue equal opportunity requirements.  The City of Bellevue is committed to a program of equal employment opportunity regardless of race, color, creed, sex, age, nationality or disability.

· TITLE VI: It is the City of Bellevue’s policy to assure that no person shall, on the grounds of race, 
color, national origin or sex, as provided by Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise discriminated against under any of its 
federally funded programs and activities.

· NON-ENDORSEMENT: As a result of the selection of a consultant to supply products and/or services to the City, Consultant agrees to make no reference to the City in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like without the express written consent of the City.

· NON-COLLUSION:  Submittal and signature of a proposal swears that the proposal is genuine and not a sham or collusive, and not made in the interest of any person not named, and that the Consultant has not induced or solicited others to submit a sham offer, or to refrain from proposing.

· COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS:  In addition to nondiscrimination and affirmative action compliance requirements previously listed, the Consultant awarded the Contract shall comply with federal, state and local laws, statutes and ordinances relative to the execution of the work. This requirement includes, but is not limited to, protection of public and employee safety and health; environmental protection; waste reduction and recycling; the protection of natural resources; permits; fees; taxes; and similar subjects.

· COOPERATIVE PURCHASING:  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies (political subdivision) in the State of Washington.  Public agencies which have filed an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Bellevue and which are actively participating may purchase from City of Bellevue contracts.  Only those public agencies who have complied with these requirements are eligible to use this contract.
