DO NOT PRINT

The following information shall be required on service labels:
1. The words “DO NOT REMOVE by order of the Bellevue Fire Department”.

2. Name, address and telephone number of the certifying business or firm.

3. The date that work was performed and a signature of the person performing the work.

4. A description of the work performed.

Service tags shall be printed on red, yellow or green paper only

REQUIREMENTS FOR TAGGING LIFE SAFETY SYSTEMS AND REPORTING TEST RESULTS
Life safety systems shall be tagged as follows:

RED TAG – Systems out of service and/or whose operation are seriously impaired shall be tagged with a red service label by the building owner/manager or the Technician performing the certification and shall be immediately reported as an out of service system to the Bellevue Fire Department at (425) 452-2050 or impairmentnotification@bellevuewa.gov .

YELLOW TAG – Systems that are functioning, but have deficiencies, shall be tagged with a yellow service label and the confidence testing report shall be faxed, mailed or delivered to the Fire Department within 15 days of the date of the test. Example: a fire alarm system with a “trouble” indication shall receive a yellow service label.

GREEN TAG – NO DEFICIENCIES - Systems with no deficiencies shall be tagged with a green service label and the confidence testing report shall be faxed, mailed or delivered for receipt by the Fire Department within 30 days of the test.
