Please remember that the Arts Commission normally does not recommending funding the same applicant under both Eastside Arts Partnership and Special Projects funding programs.
How else can the Arts Program help?
As you know, last year the City had to make tough decisions about how to balance the City’s budget.  Every single program and function of the city was examined and evaluated, including the Arts Program.  For a time the Commission and staff were faced with the possibility that the two arts funding programs EAP and Special Projects would be eliminated.  Discussing its options, the Commission began to look at what kinds of non-monetary support it could offer to help strengthen our local arts groups.  Commissioners brainstormed several ideas, and decided that the best approach was to talk with you to hear your ideas.  

Happily, Council chose to fully fund both programs.  The Commission still sees real value in exploring new ways to partner with you in order to strengthen the arts in Bellevue.

Guidelines for Projects in 2011
Overview

Purpose:  
Special Projects Funding helps support arts activities that fall outside the scope of Eastside Arts Partnership funding:

· provide a cultural public benefit to Bellevue’s residents
· help the community achieve the goals of the Cultural Compass;;

· create a livelier, more diverse arts scene in Bellevue;
· increase support for and participation in the arts; 
· strengthen artists and arts groups working in Bellevue; and
· encourage artists and arts groups to bring their work to Bellevue.
Who may apply:  
· Artists, arts organizations, arts presenters; project must occur in Bellevue.

· Generally, those not receiving EAP funds in the same year receive priority consideration. 

Funding available:  Funding for projects will generally range from $500 to $2,000.  However, the Commission may recommend greater or lesser amounts. 

Criteria for eligible projects:
Criteria #1 #2 and #3 are required.  Selected projects will meet most or all of the 9 criteria.

1. Addresses one or more goals of the Cultural Compass*
2. Project must provide a clear public benefit to Bellevue residents

3. Project must occur in Bellevue 

4. Enhances Bellevue as cultural center of Eastside

5. Fills a gap in arts offerings/opportunities

6. Involves strong partnerships - BAC co-sponsors with multiple partners

7. Would not necessarily be included in EAP funding -- not a part of the applicant's regular season offerings

8. Addresses an initiative or special need identified by the Arts Commission – 
a. 2011:  Bel-Red emphasis  (see next page for details)
b. 2011:  Cultural Compass Update

9. Strengthens the applicant’s viability as an artist/arts organization

2011 BEL-RED CHALLENGE
In 2010 City Council identified an arts district in the Bel-Red area as part of a larger initiative to rezone this area to accommodate more residential and office use and light rail.  Environmental priorities include uncovering or restoring existing streams in the area and creating new park lands.   The street grid will be enhanced to help traffic flow.  

It will take years for the capital projects to be built and for the area to visibly change.   The arts district is a vision for the future.  The arts, however, don’t necessarily have to wait.  In Special Projects sponsored 2010 a beautifully evocative video work and a survey that started the work of discovering places where art can happen.  The Arts Commission renews its challenge to artists to start creating the district today by proposing temporary art projects for anywhere in the entire Bel-Red area shown in the maps below.  Artists will be responsible for getting needed permissions to use their proposed sites.  Up to 50% of funds available in Special Projects will be prioritized for projects meeting program criteria and occurring in the Bel-Red area.

This draft concept plan was developed to illustrate how the corridor might develop under the preferred alternative adopted by the City.  Although exact locations for various types of zoning have been revised, this map helps illustrate some of the vision – stream corridors, light rail route, traffic grid, etc.  The arts district is identified as a small blue area around 
Pacific Northwest Ballet’s Francia Russell Center.  For this project, the Commission will consider projects happening anywhere throughout the Bel-Red area shown on the map.
