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My work explores the effects that patterns have on the mind and its memories. For years, the interiors and exteriors of abandoned spaces have become the source material for my sculptures. Each space contains patterns existing in both the architecture and decorations, and created by footprints and erosion. Peeling away one layer often reveals a new design or texture beneath. 

I have recently begun translating this found imagery into three-dimensional sculptures. Each recreation is an interpretation of a memory or feeling brought forth by the visual stimulation of an existing pattern. The memory is often skewed or blurred, as are the sculptures. It is also unclear which memories are real and which are imagined. The materials used to create my sculptures are specific to the feeling being conveyed in each piece and vary greatly from one piece to the next. 

"Carved Out" was created using found, wood siding from a burned down house that I found piled on the side of the road. The passing of time is revealed in the peeling and fading paint layers. After recreating one side wall of the house, I enlarged and transferred a wallpaper pattern to the wood and carved it out. The pattern, once viewed from the interior of a house, now becomes part of the siding, which is found on the exterior. This piece plays with the notion of inside out, and reveals a glimpse in to a space otherwise forgotten.
