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“Jar” is a planting bed replete with “growth” that challenges the expectations of traditional civic-core landscape treatment. Brilliantly colored sculptural seeds, pods and leaves will be displayed under upturned canning jars planted between existing plantings, transforming the regimented system of public decorative garden planting into a science experiment, a cabinet of curiosities, a surreal landscape.  The jars will be interspersed and grouped within the beds for viewing from a slight distance, which will have the effect of vaguely obscuring the contents of the jar.

Sculptural seeds, pods and pollen will be constructed out of a variety of reclaimed materials including wire, beads, buttons, fabric, corks, bottle caps, etc.  The canning jars are glass. The success of this installation depends entirely upon making a visual impact that contrasts the installation with the surrounding plantings: more is more.
