Thank you for your patience as WSDOT and our design-build contractor, Guy F. Atkinson Construction, LLC, build the I‑405 South Bellevue Widening Project, also known as the 112th Avenue SE to SE 8th Street Project. When complete in 2009, the project will help relieve congestion at one of the worst I-405 bottlenecks – the drive into and out of downtown Bellevue.
We are sending you this information to update you about potential construction noise adjacent to our work zone. 
WILBURTON TUNNEL REMOVAL
To make room for more southbound I-405 lanes in south Bellevue, crews will remove the Wilburton Tunnel (just north of the I‑405/I-90 interchange) this summer. 
Beginning in mid-June and continuing for about eight weeks, crews will remove soil from the top and sides of the tunnel. Each week, excavation work will occur Sunday night (starting at 8 p.m.) through Thursday night, around the clock. Lane closures are necessary in order to remove and transfer dirt to other parts of the project. WSDOT requires these lane closures at night to minimize impacts on traffic.
Then, for three 54-hour weekend periods in August, crews will use heavy equipment to break apart the tunnel and remove debris. 
Demolition is scheduled from 11 p.m. Friday to 5 a.m. Monday on the following weekends:

· August 8-11

· August 15-18

· August 22-25

Work will take place around the clock during the scheduled time period.
NOISE NOTIFICATION
Removing the tunnel will be extremely noisy. Engineers estimate that the noise where you live may exceed 80 decibels (dB), which is equivalent to the noise of a freight train from about 50 feet, a garbage disposal, or an average factory. We are letting you know early so that you may plan your weekends with this in mind.
You may hear noise from:
· Hydraulic excavators with specialty attachments crunching and breaking concrete

· A crane with a wrecking ball breaking concrete

· Excavators, loaders, and trucks removing dirt and debris

· Backup beepers on all mobile equipment for safety
