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CITY OF BELLEVUE, WASHINGTON
ORDINANCE NO. 4353

An ORDINANCE relating to setback and minimum Tot size
requirements for attached affordable housing units;
amending Section 20.20.128.D of the Bellevue City
Code (Land Use Code).

WHEREAS, the Bellevue City Council adopted Ordinance No. 4269
relating to affordable housing regulations in July, 1991; and

WHEREAS, those regulations contain provisions allowing attached
affordable hous1ng within subdivisions without requiring planned unit
development approval; and

WHEREAS, this amendment is necessary to eliminate the planned unit
development requirement for attached affordable housing within
subdivisions if there is the existence of a property line between the
attached units; and

WHEREAS, the City of Bellevue has complied with the State
Env1ronmenta] Policy Act and the City's Environmental Procedures Code;
now, therefore,

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, WASHINGTON, DOES ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Bellevue City Code (Land Use Code) Section 20.20.128.D is
amended as follows:

D. Applicable Procedures

1. Dimension Standard Modification: The City will
process an application for a dimensional standard modification through the
building permit review or if the project is being processed through a

-discretionary land use process, the dimensional standard modification may
be reviewed as part of that process. In addition to the decision criteria
in the section applicable to the discretionary land use decision, the
Director of Design & Development must determine that the mod1f1cat1ons
are the minimum necessary to accommodate affordable housing units and
bonus market rate units on-site.

2. Attached Housing within Subdivisions: Attached
affordable housing duplexes on single family lots are permitted without
Planned Unit Development approval provided the units are approved as part
of a Subdivision proposal. If a property line divides the attached units
into separate parcels, there is no setback requirement from that property
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line, and for purposes of complying with minimum lot size provisions, the
separate parcels containing the attached units are considered one lot. In
addition to the decision criteria in Section 20.45A. 130 the following
criteria shall apply:

a. No more than 15% of the approved lots may
include attached duplex units and only one lot may contain three dwelling
units.

b. The placement and exterior design of the
attached units are comparable to and compatible with the surrounding
single family development.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take force and be in effect five
days after passage and legal publication.
