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CITY OF BELLEVUE, WASHINGTON
ORDINANCE NO. 4405

AN ORDINANCE regarding the Electrical Code; amending
Bellevue City Code 23.30.020; repealing Bellevue City
Code 23.30.040, 23.30.050, 23.30.080, 23.30.090,
23.30.140 and 23.30.150; and adding new sections
23.30.025 and 23.30.026.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, WASHINGTON, DOES ORDAIN AS
FOLLOWS: »

Section 1. 23.30.020 National Electrical Code - Adopted as amended,
added to and excepted.

The National Electrical Code, 1990 Edition, and Laws, Rules and
Regulations for Installing Electrical Wires and Equipment, issued
pursuant to RCW 19.28 are adopted and shall be applicable within the
City, as amended, added to or excepted in this Chapter.

Section 2. The following sections of Bellevue City Code Chapter
23.30 are repealed: 23.30.040, 23.30.050, 23.30.080, 23.30.090, 23.30.140
and 23.30.150.

Section 3. A new section 23.30.025 is adopted, to provide as
follows:

23.30.025 Permit Exemptions. An electrical permit shall not be
required for the following:

1. Portable motors or other portable appliances energized by means
of a cord or cable having an attachment plug end to be connected to an
approved receptacle when that cord or cable is permitted by the National
Electrical Code.

2. Repair or replacement of fixed motors, transformers or fixed
approved appliances of the same type and rating in the same location.

3. Temporary decorative lighting.

4. Repair or replacement of current-carrying parts of any switch,
conductor or control device.

5. Reinstallation of attachment plug receptacles, but not the
outlets therefor.

6. Repair or replacement of any overcurrent device of the required
capacity in the same location.
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7. Repair or replacement of electrodes or transformers of the same
size and capacity for signs or gas tube systems.

8. Taping joints.
9. Removal of electrical wiring.

10. Temporary wiring for experimental purposes in suitable
experimental laboratories.

11. The wiring for temporary theater, motion picture or television
stage sets.

12. Electrical wiring, devices, appliances, apparatus or equipment
operating at less than 25 volts and not capable of supplying more than 50
watts of energy.

13.  Low-energy power, control and signal circuits of Classes II and
ITT as defined in the National Electrical Code.

14. A permit shall not be required for the installation, alteration
or repair of electrical wiring, apparatus or equipment or the generation,
transmission, distribution or metering of electrical energy or in the
operation of signals or the transmission of intelligence by a public or
private utility in the exercise of its function as a serving utility.

Exemption from the permit requirements of this code shall not be
deemed to grant authorization for work to be done in violation of the
provisions of the National Electrical Code or other Taws or ordinances of
the City.

Section 4. A new section 23.30.026 is adopted, to provide as
follows:

23.130.026 Inspections. The installation, alteration or extension of
any electrical system, fixtures or components for which a permit is
required by this code shall be subject to inspection by the building
official and such electrical systems, fixtures and components shall remain
accessible and exposed for inspection purposes until approved by the
building official. It shall be the duty of the permit applicant to cause
the electrical systems to remain accessible and exposed for inspection
purposes. The City shall not be Tiable for expense entailed in the
removal or replacement of material required to permit inspection. When
the installation of an electrical system is complete, an additional and
final inspection shall be made. Electrical systems and equipment
regulated by the National Electrical Code shall not be connected to the
energy source until authorized by the building official.

Approval as a result of an inspection shall not be construed to be an
approval of a violation of the provisions of the National Electrical Code
or of other ordinances of the City. Inspections presuming to give
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authority to violate or cancel the provisions of the National Electrical

Code or other ordinances of the City shall not be valid.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force 30 days
after passage by the City Council.
