Station tour/classroom visit outline

Thank you for contacting the Bellevue Fire Department. Following is a brief description of our department’s policy regarding fire station tours and classroom visits. Our goal is to maximize the number of events that we participate in on an annual basis while ensuring we meet the other demands of our fire crews and the office of the Community Liaison Officer. 
Station tours: Station tours are scheduled in conjunction with the individual station company officers. Your request will be forwarded to the station officer for their review. Company officers will review their station calendars for availability. One of the station company officers will be in contact with you within a few days of your inquiry. Please contact the Community Liaison Officer at 425-452-6995 if you do not receive a phone call or email. 
What is a fire station tour? The Bellevue Fire Department has a total of 9 fire stations throughout the City of Bellevue and Clyde Hill. Please indicate which of the stations your group would like to tour. A tour is generally limited to 15 to 20 people.( Smaller groups are preferred if the attendees are very young. )The tour will last approximately 20 to 30 minutes and will entail a tour of the station (common areas only) and an opportunity to look through the engines, ladders and aid or medic units. This is a great chance for questions and answers, photos and a opportunity to discuss what a “day in the life of a firefighter” is all about. 
All of our firefighters are on duty and must respond to calls for service. If your group arrives at the station and the crews are not in the station then they have been called into service. If we receive an alarm during your visit you will be instructed to move to a safe location while the crew responds and you will need to exit the station. If your tour needs to be rescheduled please feel free to contact us and we will work with your group. 

Classroom Visits:  Our classroom visits are scheduled in advance through the Public educator office at 425-452-7881. Each of these visits last between 20 and 30 minutes and will provide age appropriate information to the students. These visits are focused on children in kindergarten through 3rd grade. October is “Fire Prevention Month” which has a classroom theme for discussion. Some of the other topics we may discuss are:
· Home Fire escape plans
· Stop, Drop and Roll
· What to do if your smoke detector activates
· Calling 911
The fire department member providing the information will demonstrate what their individual bunker gear looks like and what a student can expect if we entered their home is the case of fire.
